The French Manor Inn and Spa

The French Manor Inn and Spa is the recipient of the
2018 Historic Preservation Award for a Commercial
Property. In 1990, Ron and Mary Kay Logan
purchased The French Manor, the former Hirshhorn
estate on Huckleberry Hill, South Sterling. Initially
operating the inn as a B&B during the week and
serving dinners on the weekends, they upgraded the
kitchen, renovated the Carriage House and built La
Maisonneuve. Their knowledge and love of history
and architecture enabled them to create a full-service
country inn while preserving its original character.

After Ron Logan’s death in 2012, Mary Kay turned
the day-to-day operation of the inn over to her
daughters Genevieve Reese and Bridget Weber. They
have carried forth the values of their parents in
managing a successful business and honoring its
historical legacy and unique place in our community.

Ben and Kathy Corey Nevin are the recipients of the
2018 Historic Preservation Award for their individual
contributions to historic preservation.

Stories from the Past

At "Stories From the Past" on October 23, Florence
"Floss" Krieger delighted members and guests with

many anecdotes from her years as a music teacher,
church organist, and Methodist missionary.

After graduating from Greene-Dreher in 1937 and
Oberlin College in 1941, Floss began teaching music in
several local schools that later became part of the
Western Wayne School District. She retired from
teaching at the age of 65 and began traveling to
Zimbabwe and South Africa with the United Methodist
Church to help establish schools there. For the past five
years, rather than traveling to Africa, her friends and
former students visit her in Greentown. She continues in
her role as Hemlock Grove Church organist but is willing
to turn over that responsibility to the next generation as
soon as someone steps forward. Joining Floss were her
